JCCS 3in1 Installation and Configuration Requirements

Background:  The 3in1 Tool is a module on the Joint Contingency Contracting System.  The 3in1 Tool system is comprised of a hard client application to be loaded on a users workstation, a prime database housed by DISA on the DECC at Ogden Utah, and a hand held device to be used by the FOO and PA.  
Workstation Application:  The 3in1 Workstation application is available for downloaded at https://www.jccs.gov/olvr.  When installed, the system will store the application on the user’s hard drive at C:\Program Files\BTA\JCCS 3in1 Workstation\.   The user will require full access to this folder so that application can function as required.   This also application requires the following software components to operate properly:

· SQL Server 2005 Express Edition SP3 (Note: Windows 7 users will need to install the 64bit version of SQL Server Express .) 
· SQLServer2005_XMO_x64.msi Additionally, Windows 7 users may need to install parts of the Feature Pack for Microsoft SQL Server 2005. This is for Windows 7 only. 
· Sync Framework 2.1 Redistributables : Synchronization-v2.1-x64-ENU.msi 
· Sync Framework 2.1 Redistributables : DatabaseProviders-v3.1-x64-ENU.msi 

	You must download and install these components if they are not already present on your machine. This task may require either help or permission from your network administrator. Otherwise, download the files and install the components in the order they are listed. 






The application will require connection to the prime database either fulltime if operating in the online mode, or periodically if operating in the off line mode.  Administrators must ensure that the communication will not be blocked by any proxy or firewall rules.  During installation/configuration MacAfee Host Base Security System may block the install configuration of the 3in1 workstation client software.  
Handheld device:  The handheld device is a commercial off the shelf smart phone with the phone deactivated.  The device will save data on an internal chip until it can be uploaded to the prime database.  The device can communicate directly to the prime database via Wi-Fi, GSM, or Ethernet LAN connection. For LAN connectivity, device users will require an open port to connect their device to. 
Administrators must ensure that the communication will not be blocked by firewall rules. The MAC address from the Ethernet adapter may need to be registered to adhere to local policies. 
For offline operations when connecting the device directly to the workstation, HBSS site policy needs to allow JCCS/3in1 to communication to the handheld device using a cross over cable to the workstation.
